Your child does not need to be potty trained to attend the Early Childhood Education Center, but we do encourage toileting participation if your child is able.  Each classroom is equipped with a bathroom so that your child feels comfortable and secure.  Our teachers are state certified Early Childhood educators that truly value each child’s outlook on the many learning experiences to which they are exposed.

Early Success Is our Priority

Our teachers focus on student success for every student.  To ensure a seamless transition to Kindergarten we use the Bridges Math program and the Fundation letters Pre-K program as part of our curriculum.  Both of these programs are utilized in Kindergarten classrooms.  Teachers facilitate learning through questioning and providing a variety of rich academic hands-on experiences.  Additionally, your child’s day will be balanced with opportunities to practice gross and fine motor skills through play.  Imaginations will develop as children manipulate educational toys designed to promote learning.

We Offer:


Special Education
Children who are eligible for special education receive services to meet their unique needs as a learner.  Services provided include:  occupational therapy, physical therapy, speech and language therapy, vision therapy and hearing therapy.  There is no cost for special education services. 

We pride ourselves in educating students in a way that addresses their individual differences and needs.  Interventions are designed to help individual students with special education needs achieve a higher level of success in school and in their community.  We utilize different approaches to learning in a variety of classrooms to support student growth in all areas.  

One way we provide services is integration within our half day classrooms.  We have approximately 6 special education children in these classrooms with 5 typically developing children.  This teaches patience, compassion, and the ability to learn from each other.  This classroom is available both in the morning and in the afternoon session.  

Some students may make more progress in a classroom that is only for students receiving special education services.  A self-contained classroom typically has far fewer students than a general education classroom.  With a lower ratio of students to teachers, a self-contained classroom can offer more one-on-one teaching that is tailored to each student’s goals and objectives.    
Tuition
Children who attend the half day (9am-12pm or 1pm-4pm) classrooms with the special education children pay a tuition fee of $13/day.  They can attend on M,W,F or T,Th or all five days.  

We also have several full day (9am-4pm) classrooms and the cost is $26/day.   They also can attend on M,W,F or T,Th or all five days.  Supply & Activity Fee is $60.
Parents as Teachers
Parents as Teachers is an organization which strives to support and educate the families of young children in the Lincoln County R-III school district.  This program is designed for families who have children prenatal thru Kindergarten who qualify based on a needs assessment.  The services include weekly or bi-monthly home visits, group connections, and screenings.  
Screenings
Every child ages 6 months to Kindergarten entry living in the Lincoln County R-III school district is eligible to receive ONE complete developmental screening each year.  The screening can be done by the child’s Parent Educator or one of the screeners employed by the school.  Every preschool in the district including the Early Childhood Education Center are offered these screenings to their currently enrolled children.  Parents are also encouraged to call and schedule a screening if their child does not attend a preschool or receive PAT home visits.  Each screening takes approximately 1 hour and includes all areas of development.  There are day and evening appointments available.  
Dolly Parton Imagination Library
The DPIL is a service provided to all children, regardless of income, living in the Lincoln County R-III school district under the age of 5.  Every child who enrolls will receive a FREE book in the mail every month.  Reading regularly with young children during their preschool years is a huge boost toward a successful education.   Currently this program is funded thru a grant by the United Way.  However, this grant will be depleted soon so the Lincoln County R-III Education Foundation is currently looking into funding this program.
