Goals for the Year

4. Clip is moved to the red light and student misses 15 minutes of outside play.  A note is sent home.
5. Principal.

1. Praise daily

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What will my child be learning this year???

This year your child will be exposed to many learning opportunities.  The following are just some of the topics and concepts that will be covered in each subject:

Language Arts

-capital and lowercase letters (writing and identifying)
-letter/sound relationship

-short vowel sounds

-comprehension

-learning to be kind to animals and how to take good care of pets

-learning to call “911” and not talking to strangers
Science:

-plants

-animals

-weather

-learning about our body

Health:

-safety (wearing a helmet, etc)

Additional Information to Note:
Kindergarten Report Cards:

Kindergarten students receive four report cards during the school year.  The report cards will be issued every nine weeks.
Parent-Teacher Conferences:

There are three scheduled conferences during the school year.  The first conference is scheduled for November.  At this time we will meet with all of the parents. The other conferences are in January and April.  At this time, we will only meet with those that we feel necessary.

Homework:

Please check your child’s folder each day for notes and information. Homework will be sent home occasionally by your child’s teacher and daily by the reading specialist.  It will be due by the end of the week. Your child’s homework is very important as it reviews the skills we learn in class.  It is important to remember to always review your child’s letter sounds and sight words whenever possible. We suggest placing all of these sight words in a word/letter zip-lock bag to ensure that some letters or words are not misplaced.  We will begin homework soon.   

Book Orders:

Book orders will be coming home occasionally. These book orders allow parents to buy quality books at a reasonably low price.  If you wish to order, fill out the book order form and send in a check/money order for that specific amount as soon as possible.  When the children purchase books, the company allows the teachers to earn points toward free books for our classroom!  

Star of the Week:

Your child will soon have the opportunity to be the “Star of the Week”.  During this special week, your child will be asked to bring in pictures that will help the class get to know them a little better.  They will also have the chance to invite an adult into the classroom to read to their classmates on Friday.  Please check your child’s folder for “Star of the Week” notification and send in a little note to let your teacher know if someone will be coming in to read on that Friday.
Birthday Treats:

Please feel free to send in a birthday treat for your child along with napkins.  Ideas of convenient treats include cookies or individually packaged fruit snacks.  Please no frozen items.  There are 23 students in the class.
Dismissal/Arrival (if you are dropping off/picking up your child):
In the morning, parents are to pull up to the side entrance of the building and students should wait in the car until the side door is unlocked at 8:50.  For the safety of all of the students, please do not allow your child to wait on the sidewalk for the door to open.  

In the afternoon, parents are to pull their cars up to the side entrance of the building and park their cars.  A teacher will open the door at 3:35.  We would like all parents to wait outside of the side door for their child and then walk their child to the car to ensure their safety.  Thank you!
