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“The more that you read, the more things you will know.”  Research agrees with this line from the Dr. Seuss book I Can Read With My Eyes Shut!  We know that the ability to read well helps students in all subject areas, and that student motivation is a key factor in successful reading.  Encouraging children to read at home is a powerful way parents can support students’ learning.  We hope the Star Reader program provides motivation for some students.  The second drawing will be on Friday afternoon.  Please be sure your child’s name is legible and a parent has signed the Star Reader form.  The grade level canisters were stuffed with forms last week!  Once the forms are drawn, the names are announced, and the students gather in the conference room to choose a book.
Kindergarten registration for incoming students will take place on Monday, March 9th between 6:00-8:00PM and Tuesday, March 10th between 9:00-noon at the Nabnasset School.  Please pass along this information to anyone who may have an incoming kindergartener living in the Nab district.  The Miller and Robinson Schools hold kindergarten registration on the same days/times.

If you plan to become a field day volunteer, this is your chance to get a field day shirt..  Sample shirts (for children and adults) will be on display in the main lobby during conferences. The second trimester ends on Friday, March 6th.  Please be sure your calendars are marked for parent/teacher conferences on Monday, March 23rd and Tuesday, March 24th.  March 23rd is a no school day for conferences between 2:00-8:00PM.  The following day there will be a two hour delay.  This trimester, the conferences coincide with the report cards.  Report cards will be available on the Parent Portal on Friday, March 20th after 4:00PM.  In preparation for your conference, we ask that you review your child’s report card before arriving. The district protocol includes having parents accessing report cards by logging into iParent.  The iParent system is integrated with the district’s iPass student information system.  In order to view your child’s report card, you will have to register and be approved by the district’s Information/Technology department for Parent Portal access.   To complete the registration process, you will need to enter your child’s student identification number.  Please call Mrs. Webster if you need the number.  To register, go to the district website.  On the left hand side of the page under “Quick Links” you will see iParent listed first.  
The online scheduling sign up link for parent/teacher conferences will be posted on our website and will be available from Friday, March 13th at 3:30PM to Friday, March 20th at 3:30PM.  A letter with more information will be sent home next week.

As stated in the Pre-K – Grade 5 Handbook, prior to any planned travel which will result in a student’s absence for more than 10 consecutive school days, a parent/guardian must un-enroll their child from school; and either complete a Homeschool Application, or identify the school in which they will enroll their child during their absence.  
Half-Day Kindergarten Classes
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Mrs. Thompson’s half-day classes have a schedule change coming up as indicated on the 2019-2020 WPS calendar. On the first three early release days (November 27, December 5, February 5), the morning students attended class and the afternoon students do not have school.  For the final four early release days, (April 1, April 10, May 19 and June 19 [tentative last day of school]), the kindergarten sessions will flip.  The afternoon students will attend in the morning and the morning students will not have school.  The morning extended day students will attend kindergarten class in the morning and afternoon extended day students can attend extended day in the morning.  On these early release days (12:20 dismissal) there is no school in the afternoon.
Spring Ahead
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Just a reminder that we turn our clocks ahead on Sunday morning, March 8th, for the beginning of daylight savings time. Please be sure to change your clocks so that students are on time for school on Monday.
