Registration for the 2016-2017 Kindergarten classes at Chaney-Monge School District #88 will begin Thursday, March 17, 2016 at 6:00 PM during “Kindergarten Round-Up.”  Children who will be five (5) years old on or before September 1, 2016 and live in the district are eligible to register for fall classes. Please remember to bring:

An original birth certificate available from the county clerk in the county the child was born.

Two of the following:

Proofs of current residency in the district: 
· Mortgage or lease papers

· Illinois driver’s license or Illinois I.D.

· Voter’s card
· Medicaid card with district address

· Any other legal documents that will demonstrate residency in the district.  ​(Bills will not be accepted!) 
· If you live with another person, you will also need two proofs of current residency from the person you are living with and a dated and signed residency letter from the same person listing all members of your family by name that reside in the home and the date your family came to live there
Phone numbers of at least three local relatives or friends who may be contacted in case of an emergency;

Parent’s work phone numbers and cell phone numbers;

The name and phone number of the family physician.

Dial R Testing: is available to all children aged 3-5 years, including incoming Kindergartners on Wednesday, April 13, 2016.  Make an appointment by calling the school office at:  815-722-6673 or at the evening registration.  
Details concerning DIAL testing, health, dental and vision exams and the Kindergarten program will be covered during the Round-Up session.

Have your preschooler screened

The Lockport, Plainfield, and Crest Hill Public Schools will be screening children from the ages of three to five in the areas of concepts, motor, speech and language.  Screening results will be provided after the children have participated in several activities with the DIAL team.  Suggested activities will be given to parents for use with their child at home.  Screenings will be held in area grade schools.

Should I take my child to pre-school screening?

YES!  This provides an opportunity for you to learn more about your child.  Your child will be screened in the areas of Motor, Concepts, Communications, Vision and Hearing.  A qualified person will explain the results to you.
2.   
What kind of information can you get from screening children who are so young?

Screening results will tell you the developmental range of your child.  You will be given some suggestions for working with your child at home.  These activities will help in preparing your child for school.

3.
What is done with the screening results?

With parental permission, the kindergarten where your child will attend may obtain
the screening results.  Otherwise, screening results which suggest “no problems” are filed in an inactive file and kept until your child reaches age 21.  Children with potential deficits will be offered follow-up diagnostic services which will provide more information about the child’s needs.  This will be provided free of charge with the parent’s written permission and participation.
4.   
Who should attend pre-school screening?

ALL children living in the Lockport, Plainfield, and Crest Hill areas that are between the ages of three and five years old are eligible to attend.  Children need to be screened only once.
5. 
 Is there a charge for the screening?
No, the school districts provide these services to all pre-schoolers at no cost to their parents as an early intervention service.
