Registration for Hathaway preschool is currently open.  Preschool serves students 3-5 years old and fully potty-trained.  Morning classes are 2.5 hours on Tuesday, Thursday and Friday for younger students.  Pre-K classes meet for 3 hours on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and Friday afternoons.  Bussing is available to school in the morning and home in the afternoon.  Curriculum is developmentally appropriate and addresses the “whole child” including math, literacy, social/emotional learning, music and physical education.
