Brief Description of the Lesson/Unit: TC \l1 "
Children will be able to recognize, complete, and produce rhyme (the sounds that they HEAR), and apply that knowledge to recognizing, completing, and producing rime (the words that they SEE–“word families”).  This will be an ongoing process throughout the entire year, thus they will be building on the more simple skills that are learned in the beginning.

Prior knowledge of nursery rhymes, poems, songs with rhyme, etc.
