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Next year will be an exciting and important step in the life of your child as he/she begins kindergarten.  There are many things you as a family can do to help your child make this big step a success.  Working with your future kindergartener on the list of suggestions will help make the child’s experience in kindergarten more successful.

 

· Know their first and last name

· Know their address

· Know their phone number

· Print name.  First letter upper case, following letters lower case.  See back side of this paper for a model of the letters we use at Hale.

· Color recognition

· Counting and number recognition through 10

· Number writing to 10

· Cutting with scissors

· Tying shoe laces and zipping coat

· Opening snack packages

· Good hygiene—washing hands and covering mouth—bathroom needs

· Read, read, read to your child every day and have your child tell you stories by looking at the pictures

· Explore … Be adventurous with your child and explore the neighborhood, park, a library, etc.

· Talk with your child to increase language skills and vocabulary

· Be active with your child.  Do activities and games to help coordination and large muscle development and healthy bodies

· Most importantly, spend quality time with your child, helping develop his/her self esteem.
