	PSAT: Grade 10

The Preliminary SAT/National Merit Scholarship Qualifying Test (PSAT/NMSQT) is a standardized test administered by the College Board and cosponsored by the National Merit Scholarship Corporation (NMSC). It assesses proficiency in Math and Evidence-Based Reading and Writing. It also serves as a "trial run" for the SAT & ACT.

	PSSA English Language Arts, Math, Science: Grades 3-8
The annual Pennsylvania System of School Assessment (PSSA) is a standards-based, criterion-referenced assessment used to measure a student's attainment of the academic standards, while also determining the degree to which school programs enable students to attain proficiency of the standards.  Pennsylvania students in grades 3-8 are assessed in English Language Arts and Math. Pennsylvania students in grades 4 and 8 are assessed in Science.



	Keystone Exams

End of course state assessments designed to evaluate student proficiency in the PA Core Standards in Algebra I, Biology, and Literature.  Students enrolled in these    courses, regardless of their grade level, must participate in the exams.  They are a graduation requirement for the class of 2019.
