How do I get information on Transportation/Busing?


Call Transportation at (951) 695-2110 for information on bus availability and required fee.

What is the grading and NO ‘D’ grade policy?


Chaparral High School assigns letter grades using a 4.0 system. Letter grades are assigned as follows:  

A = 90-100%; B = 80-89%; C = 70-79%; F = 69%. Only the letter grade of A+ through and including C- shall qualify for credit for graduation requirements.

Are lockers available?

No. There are only P.E. lockers. P.E. lockers are not to be used for storing books and personal items because the locker room is only available during dress time.

How will students receive his/her class schedule?

All students must pick up the final class schedule in the gymnasium before school on the first day of school.

What is the High School Exit Exam and when is it administered?

Students must pass the High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE) to receive a high school diploma. The exam will be divided into two parts: (1) English Language Arts (reading and writing) and (2) mathematics. Students will initially take the test in grade 10.
Are community service hours required for graduation?

Yes. Forty (40) hours of community service are required for graduation. Community service hours must be completed with a non-profit organization. Community service log sheets are available and can be downloaded from the counseling web site.

Can lunches be purchased at school and how much does a student lunch cost?

Food service is open daily for breakfast and lunch. Food prices are subject to change.  The current cost for breakfast is $2.00. A full lunch includes a main entrée, fruit or vegetable/salad, and milk. The current cost for a full lunch is $2.50. Applications for free and reduced lunches are accepted throughout the year.

Who do I talk to in order to go out for a sport?

See our Athletic Director, Mr. Morton, in the Activities/Athletics Office in the Students Services Building. Athletic packets may be downloaded on the Activities/Athletics Office web site.

How do I get involved in clubs?

Chaparral High School offers numerous clubs. Please see Mrs. Jackson in the Activities office for information. A club list is available online or may be picked up in the Activities Office.  Club Rush takes place at the beginning of the school year.
How does my student make a schedule change?

Academic schedule changes must be made during the last ten days of the semester. The schedule change request form is available on the CHS website during that time.
Is there a dress code?


Yes. The TVUSD School Board determines the dress code policy. This information is available in the student handbook.

Are cell phones allowed at high school?


Cell phones or electronic devices may not be seen, heard or used during school hours:  7:30 a.m. – 2:30 p.m., unless  

               approved by instructor or administrator for instructional purposes.
