Whereas, sufficient textbooks and instructional materials were provided to each student, including English learners, in mathematics, science, history-social science, and English language development component of an adopted program, consistent with the cycles and content of the curriculum frameworks, and;

Whereas, sufficient textbooks or instructional materials were provided to each pupil enrolled in foreign language or health classes, and;

Therefore, it is resolved that for the 2022-2023 school year, the Winship-Robbins Elementary School District has provided each pupil with sufficient textbooks and instructional materials aligned to the academic content standards and consistent with the cycles and content of the curriculum frameworks.
