Course Description (Kentucky Dept. of Education)
Grade Level: 10  Credits: 1 English credit

Description: *Course Required for Graduation. The courses are designed to present a wide range of reading experiences with print and non-print materials that have literary, informational, persuasive, and practical purposes. The courses also require students to use the writing process and criteria for effective writing to demonstrate their abilities to write in a variety of forms and for multiple audiences and purposes. Students use writing-to-learn and writing-to-demonstrate-learning strategies to make sense of their reading and thinking experiences. Speaking, listening, and observing skills are used to communicate information for a variety of authentic purposes. In addition, students continue to integrate inquiry skills and technology to communicate ideas. Course adheres to Kentucky Core Academic Standards requirements.

Content: English II   Population: General
Method of Instruction
This class will combine in-class and online instruction for Reading Literature, Reading Information, Writing, and Language as well as Speaking and Listening.  Study Island will be used to practice and prepare for class quizzes and exams as well as the EOC assessment.  Students will have time to access online materials during class, but can also access sites from home computers, laptops, tablets, or smartphones.

Classroom Expectations
1) Be prompt – Enter class quietly and be in seat before tardy bell rings.  Begin bellwork immediately and have outside assignments or reading complete.
2) Be prepared – Have necessary items each day (pencil, paper, assignments, reading material).  Complete classwork and redo/retake any unmastered targets in a timely manner.

3) Be respectful – to your teacher, other students, school property, and yourself.  Be polite and allow others their opinion/beliefs.
4) Be involved – Pay attention in class, listening to teacher and classmates questions, participate in activities and discussions, work cooperatively in groups, and complete quality work.

Standards Based Teaching/Grading
The class will be taught based on Common Core Academic Standards and students will be assessed for individual learning targets within the four major categories:  reading literature, reading information, writing, and language.  Scores for targets will be out of 3 points with 3 being mastery.  Quizzes, exams, and writing assignments that cover multiple targets will be placed in the gradebook as multiple grades.  Most assessments that are multiple choice will be graded during class time in order to give students immediate feedback on target mastery.  Students may retake any target they do not master.  This can be done during designated class/RTI time, before school every other week from 7:30 – 8:00 a.m., or after school if arrangements are made at least one day in advance.

Cheating or Plagiarism

Students are expected to complete their own work.  A student who cheats on a quiz or test, or who plagiarizes within their writing without citing the source will be subject to a zero.  The parents/guardians will be contacted and the student will have to complete an alternative quiz/test and/or redo a writing assignment to receive credit.  Depending on the situation, an office referral may be made.
