HOMEWORK POLICY FOR ROOM D104 MR. GRECO

Homework is an important activity which serves as an educational tool as well as a way in which students learn responsibility.  At the end of each week you will take home a parent\student newsletter which lists, not only important upcoming information but the upcoming weeks homework. Students you are responsible for completing their daily homework.  Generally, there is no homework given on Fridays; unless a three day weekend occurs or a scheduled interruption of school takes place.  Homework is due the next morning, unless otherwise instructed. Any work not completed will directly effect your grade and performance in this class. Daily homework assignments WILL NOT be accepted after the due date; But must be completed and put in your binder, so your binder grade will not be affected negatively. Late work from excused absences will be accepted only one day after your child returns to school for each day they are absent. It is important that every student have a “Homework Buddy”. This is someone you can check with to resolve any confusion about homework assignments, while you were absent or just missed it in class. 
Math Homework requirements

Please use lined notebook paper for all homework and class assignments.  No tear outs from a spiral notebook.  Paper without holes is not acceptable.

Use a #2 or mechanical pencil only. Do not use pen unless told to do so.

All assignments must have your first and last name, date and period written in the upper right corner of your paper.  Write the complete assignment name (including problems) and page number on the first line of the paper.

If doing math problems show all work and circle or box your final answer.
If doing word problems, please write clearly and in complete sentences.
Do not crowd problems together or write small, leave plenty of space around each problem, so if you need to make corrections you can. 

Use a good eraser for all mistakes, erase neatly and completely.

Do not use any type of calculator, unless told to do so.

Complete all your homework before you come to class.

Write down any questions you might have next to the step of the problem you had trouble with.

Keep all corrected assignments in a section in your binder labeled "Assignmens", with the most recent paper on top.
Your binder should be organized as follows with divider tabs that read: parent newsletter\progress report,Math Graded Papers, Math Tests, Notebook paper and graph paper

DRESS CODE\LANYARD

ELECTRONIC DEVICE and CELL PHONE POLICY
