Lesson:  

Ceramic Jack-O’-Lanterns
Objective:  Students will use various techniques to create a jack-o’-lantern. The pinch-pot method will be utilized to construct the initial pumpkin form.  Surface texture will then be added, as well as incised vertical lines to delineate the individual panels.  Finally, the facial features will be cut and removed from the surface using a precision blade, creating a contrast between the positive space and the negative space, as well as a contrast between light and shadow.
