Weeks 6 & 7 Lesson Plan and Agenda

Lesson:  

Self-Portrait Tile / Glaze Projects
Objective:  Students will plan, design, and execute a self-portrait tile, using a clay slab.  Students have already taken photographs and printed their portraits, and the images have been sized and re-printed on cardstock.  Students will be shown how to transfer these images to their clay slab, to create a line drawing.  The resulting pieces will be displayed in a forthcoming student art exhibit at the Crocker Art Museum.  Also, students will begin to glaze projects that have been completed.
Sequence:

1.  New content introduction: Self-Portraits
2.  Review of sequential instructions
3.  Technical demonstration: Image transfer to clay slab
4.  Project execution
