Westmore Expected Behavior Lesson Plan
The Topic/Rule: Be safe/ Bathrooms/ Keep water in sinks
Tell why the following rule is important:  When water falls on the floor you can slip and get hurt.
What do we expect the student to do?

1. Only put your hands in the sink
2. Wash your hands over the center of the sink
3. Immediately dry hands
Now, how will we teach the expected behavior?

List examples and non examples of expected behaviors 

A Positive Example:  Tina carefully washes her hands in the sink and went directly to the hand dryer before they could drip on the floor.
A Non example:  While Francesca is washing her hands, she turns around to talk to her friend and drips water on the floor. While her friend Elaine is leaving the bathroom, she slips on the water and falls.
Westmore Expected Behavior Lesson Plan
The Topic/Rule: Be safe/ bathrooms/ wash hands
Tell why the following rule is important:  So that you stay healthy and help others stay healthy.  Washing hands helps to keep our school clean and germ free.
What do we expect the student to do?

1. Soap – apply one or two pumps of soap.

2. Scrub front, back of hands and in between fingers

3. Rinse all soap off hands

Now, how will we teach the expected behavior?

List examples and non examples of expected behaviors (at least three each):

A Positive Example: Ben washed his hands everyday after using the bathroom and before eating. He wasn’t sick all year, and he got a perfect attendance.
A Non example: Ben picked his nose and didn’t wash his hands.  He was sick many times and missed his class field trips.
Westmore Expected Behavior Lesson Plan
The Topic/Rule: Be Safe/Bathrooms/ Put towels in garbage
Tell why the following rule is important:  Towels should be placed appropriately in the garbage and not thrown on the floor or in the toilet.  The toilet or sink could become plugged and overflow.
What do we expect the student to do?

1. Throw used towels only in the garbage

Now, how will we teach the expected behavior?

List examples and non examples of expected behaviors 

A Positive Example: Juan washes his hands after using the bathroom. He uses a paper towel and throws it in the garbage can.
A Non example: Selena is washing her hands after using the bathroom.  She takes a paper towel, dries her hands and drops the towel in the sink. Causing the sink to overflow and the bathroom to be closed.
Westmore Expected Behavior Lesson Plan
The Topic/Rule: Be Respectful/ bathrooms/ give people privacy
Tell why the following rule is important:  To be respectful it is not appropriate to watch others using the toilet.
What do we expect the student to do?

1. When using the bathroom close the stall door

2. Keep your eyes to yourself

3. Keep an appropriate distance  from other students while in the bathroom. (approx. arms length)

Now, how will we teach the expected behavior?

List examples and non examples of expected behaviors 

A Positive Example:  Lucinda goes into a stall, closes and locks the door. Another student enters the stall next to her and Lucinda doesn’t disturb her.
A Non example: Eric enters the bathroom and notices that another student is in the stall standing on the toilet looking over.  Eric leaves without using the restroom.

The Topic/Rule: Be Respectful/ Bathrooms/ Respect yourself and others
Tell why the following rule is important:  Clean bathrooms make our school nice and healthy. 
What do we expect the student to do?

1. Wait away from the toilet stalls

2. Throw trash into the cans

3. Flush the toilets and urinals

Now, how will we teach the expected behavior?

List examples and non examples of expected behaviors (at least three each):

A Positive Example:  When Jacob walks into the bathroom all of the stalls are full. He waits back by the sinks until someone is finished. He uses the restroom, flushes, washes his hands and throws the paper towel in the garbage on his way out. 
A Non example: Jane is waiting for her friend in the bathroom, she looks under the doors and upsets several people.  Then she throws some towels in the sink which then floods. Her friend is now mad at her and she is in trouble with a yard duty.
Westmore Expected Behavior Lesson Plan
The Topic/Rule: Be Responsible/ Bathrooms/ Use a bathroom pass
Tell why the following rule is important:  It is important for an adult to know where you are and when to expect you back.
What do we expect the student to do?

1. Ask permission to use the bathroom

2. Get a pass from an adult 

3. Keep it with you and return to class in a timely manner

Now, how will we teach the expected behavior?

List examples and non examples of expected behaviors (at least three each):

A Positive Example: Carly raises her hand in class and asks for a pass to the bathroom. When the yard duty sees her in the hall, she presents her pass. She uses the restroom and returns promptly to class.
A Non example: Carly got up during small groups in class and walked out and went to the bathroom without a pass. A yard duty saw her in the hall without a pass and took her back to the classroom. The teacher was not very happy with Carly and had been worried about where she was.

The Topic/Rule: Be Responsible/ Bathrooms/ Flush toilets and urinals
Tell why the following rule is important:  To keep our school nice and clean and healthy.
What do we expect the student to do?

1. Flush toilets and urinals after they finish using them

Now, how will we teach the expected behavior?

List examples and non examples of expected behaviors 

A Positive Example:  James uses the urinal and flushes before he washes his hands.
A Non example: James uses the toilet and walks out without flushing. Now, no one wants to use that toilet and the bathroom starts to smell.
Westmore Expected Behavior Lesson Plan
The Topic/Rule: Be Responsible/ Bathrooms/ Inform adults of vandalism
Tell why the following rule is important:  Vandalism damages school property and can make people feel unsafe and disrespects our school. 
What do we expect the student to do?

1. Report all vandalism to a faculty member

2. Encourage other students to not vandalize school property

Now, how will we teach the expected behavior?

List examples and non examples of expected behaviors:

A Positive Example: Adriana walked into the bathroom and saw writing on the wall.  She decided to tell her teacher when she got back to class.  Adriana received a WOW ticket. 
A Non example:  Andrew saw Steve tagging on the bathroom stall.  Steve offered him a pen to write on the wall in the stall next to him.  
Westmore Expected Behavior Lesson Plan
The Topic/Rule: Be Responsible/ Bathrooms/ Return to class promptly
Tell why the following rule is important:  So that the teacher may locate them quickly in case of an emergency and so that the student does not miss out on important learning.
What do we expect the student to do?

1. Walk quietly and swiftly to and from the restroom

2. Once you are finished using the restroom, immediately walk back to class

Now, how will we teach the expected behavior?

List examples and non examples of expected behaviors:

A Positive Example: Karina left class during a timed math test because she had a bathroom emergency. Since she returned from the restroom promptly, she was able to finish her math test before the time was up.
A Non example:  Michael was bored in class and asked to go to the restroom.  He stopped by the drinking fountain and talked to two of his friends in the hallway. When he returned to class 15 minutes later, he had missed the instruction on how to complete the homework assignment.
