Westmore Expected Behavior Lesson Plan
The Topic/Rule: Ready to work before class starts.
Tell why the following rule is important:  the teacher and the students are on task and no time is wasted.
What do we expect the student to do?

1. Students take learning positions.
2. Students are ready after bell has rung.
Now, how will we teach the expected behavior?
List examples and non examples of expected behaviors:

A Positive Example: 
Linda comes into the classroom, sits down, faces the teacher and is ready to learn.
A Non example:  
Tom continues to talk outside the classroom after the bell has rung.
Westmore Expected Behavior Lesson Plan
The Topic/Rule: Be Respectful: Complete assigned work on time.
Tell why the following rule is important:  In order to receive quick, corrective feedback, students need to finish work on time.
What do we expect the student to do?

1. Complete all assignments when they are assigned.
Now, how will we teach the expected behavior?
List examples and non examples of expected behaviors:

A Positive Example: 
Nick finished all his work on time, and consequently the teacher helped him and he was able to keep up with important concepts.
A Non example:  
Diane did not complete work she was given and could not advance to the next lesson. She needed intervention after school.
Westmore Expected Behavior Lesson Plan
The Topic/Rule: Be Respectful: Make up missed work in a timely manner.
Tell why the following rule is important:  Students will fall behind if they don’t complete tasks on time.
What do we expect the student to do?

1. When absent, ask a teacher or peer for missing assignments.
2. Turn in missing assignments according to the teacher’s policy.
Now, how will we teach the expected behavior?
List examples and non examples of expected behaviors:

A Positive Example: 
Kevin missed class and the next day he asked CJ for a list of what he missed. He completed the work and turned it in the next day.
A Non example:  
Ben was out sick. When he returned he didn’t check in to get his missing assignments and ended with and F.
Westmore Expected Behavior Lesson Plan
The Topic/Rule: Make positive comments.
Tell why the following rule is important: In order to be successful in learning and practicing school work, it’s important for both teacher and students to be positive.
What do we expect the student to do?

1. Stay open to new information from teacher and students.
2. Respond to others with encouraging words to help build confidence.
Now, how will we teach the expected behavior?
List examples and non examples of expected behaviors:

A Positive Example: 
Today Mr. Brown is teaching division. First students will listen to the lesson then they will watch him do the examples and finally students will do problems with Mr. Brown. After someone showed her work on the Elmo, Leslie said “Hey I get it!”
A Non example:  
Today as Mr. Brown begins to introduce the division lesson, Johnny starts to yell out, “I can’t do this! I don’t want to do this!”
