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BACKGROUND INFORMATION
· Color guard is open to all cadets

· Color Guard teams are at least 4 cadets trained to present, post, and defend our nation’s colors 
· Originally developed in our unit to present and post colors for only school events 
· Mission changed focus due to unit popularity in the local community began requesting our color guard teams to present for their events. 
· Thorough training is conducted Color Guard team members
TYPES OF COLOR GUARDS
There are 3 types of Color Guards that we train and develop.  These teams are a: Flag raising Color Guard, Community Color Guard and a Competition Color Guard.
· Flag Raising Color Guard
· Our Flag raising Color Guard is a team of 5 who raise our Nation flag, State flag, and our schools academic flag
· The team performs Wednesday morning at our weekly flag raising ceremony
· Practice on their own time as a team and also recruit for other members to make more than one team

· Community Color Guard
· Team size ranges from 4-6 members
· Responds to community requests
· Practices as often as 1-3 times a week

· Competition Color Guard
· Team consists of 4 members and are composed of the best of all teams
· Tryouts are held for competition teams

· Competes in 3-4 drill competitions per year
· Practices up to 3 times a week
· Only 2-3 teams are selected to represent the school to compete

COLOR GUARD SELECTION
· Every cadet “makes” the team
· Selection based on grades; cannot be failing any classes

· A uniform inspection with a competition rubric and questioning of general knowledge

· A demonstration of advanced Color Guard movements

TRAINING PROGRAM
· All cadets enter the three week training program; refresher for experienced cadets

· Program based on Teach/Show/DO with demonstration then performance format
· Cadets are taught the proper formation and arrangement of the riflemen and flagmen

· Taught proper etiquette about the rifles and flags

· Taught the rifles and flag procedures
· Cadets begin with a lesson about the tempo (speed) that a Color Guard marches
· Cadets are lined up shoulder to shoulder (shoulder interval)

· They march as a mass flight in shoulder interval while maintaining the Color Guard speed

· Allows any 4 cadets to be formed together and can perform a posting at a moment notice

· Once comfortable with the tempo, cadets are split into teams of 4 and begin learning wheels, 
mark time, and 4 count right and left face

· After the team proves they are advanced in these basic movements, they learn turns, colors 
reverse and posting

· Upon completion of the main training sequence, teams then choose their members and 
practice as a 
team

· Teams are expected to perform no notice to the SASI/ASI or corps commander

· Upon completion, the commander may assign events for each team
IMPACT

· Color Guard teams help meet two main corps goals, community service and awareness

· Teams are respected throughout the Temecula Valley often being asked to perform

· Examples include Mayor’s State of the City addresses; Veteran’s Events, Back to School Night, Senior Awards Night, home football games, etc.

· Cadets develop sense of team work while building personal leadership skills
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
