	What are some examples of early human technology?

	Language, religion, and art

	To cooperate in hunting and gathering to outsmart, trap and kill animals for food as well as to gather and share food

	What is religion?
	The worship of God, gods, or spirits

	How did early humans practice religion?
	They believed all things in nature had spirits
