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Course Syllabus 
Course Description 

This course is designed to help students solve their own problems and to help other students to solve conflicts with others. Students will work to help create a safe campus free of bullying and harassment. 


Class Participation 

Students will learn the following: 

· Listening

· Problem Solving

· Team building through assessment of personal communication strategies

· Time management

· Goal setting

· Communication

· And much more 

During the semester the two classes will continue to learn basic communication and problem solving skills. 
After an initial training, half of the class will be on duty during the first lunch while the other half will take their normal lunch time. Between the two lunches the classes will meet to debrief , work on solving conflicts and talk about school climate. Second lunch students who were on duty will now flip flop with those who are not. In other words: one lunch you are on duty and the other lunch will be your relaxation time and you will not be on duty.

During their working lunch, Peer Mediators will be aware of potential student conflicts and offer support to work through the conflict in a safe environment, they also have weekly duties that will help with the atmosphere of the school.
They will learn about conflicts and how to solve them through class activities and notes. 
They will work in committees to work on projects that will help build a safe campus. 
Attendance 
Attendance to school every day is expected. Make every effort to attend school and individual classes on time. 
Student will not receive daily points for absence. They may do make up work for their absence by turning in a peer mediation lesson within a week to receive their points back. 

Expectation
Students will participate in class activities, leadership skills and conflict management skills. 

Students will have to meet certain requirements before they will be allowed to do peer mediations.

Students will be required to purchase a Composition book

· Write in journal each day.

· Before entering the classroom all electric devices along with headphones will be put away in their backpacks.

· All hats and beanies will be taken off.

· Students will be assigned seats.

· Students are expected to be on time for class every day. 

· Before leaving the classroom students (peer mediators) must have a pass to their destination.
