	Objective(s): At the end of this lesson, the student will (be able to) illustrate and describe the function of the plant structures of a flower, using the basic elements of drawing.

	Anticipatory Set (Focus):

“We have been learning about the different parts of a plant.  Today we are going to explore the parts and functions of a flower.”  We are going to combine what we’ve learned in art with what we have learned in science. Let’s start with a story.


	Activities:

1.  Read aloud and discuss story orally  (The Reason for a Flower)

2. Show United Streaming video clip: (optional)  

3. Review handout on the parts of a flower

4. Prepare students for art lesson by reviewing the basic elements of design

5. Review dots, circles, lines, angles, and curves 

6. Mark off their drawing papers into sections and prepare their eyes with relaxation

7. Teacher lead students in a direct instruction lesson on drawing while reviewing each part of the flower and it’s function

8. Student’s outline drawing with black marker

9. Demonstrate how to color drawing with chalk

10.  Students review each part of their drawing with a partner and describe the function




	Closure/Reflection:

Teacher holds up sections of the flower the students have just drawn and asks for oral response to the structure and it’s function.  Students take a walking art tour to view each other’s drawings.


	Evaluation: Students label the parts of a plant and describe the function of each structure on provided handout.
