	CTE Concept(s): Effective Communication in Building Relationships: Writing a Check/Deposit; Reconciling a Bank Statement

	Math Concepts:  Operations, decimals, using data to make decisions, formulate and formula development and charts

	Lesson Objective:
	The student will be able to 
1. Open a checking account—complete a signature card 
2. Write a Check

3. Make a deposit and write a deposit slip

4. Endorse a check

5. Record a checkbook entry in a created register

6. Reconcile a bank statement

7. Use budget information to make a deposit using a debit account

	Supplies Needed:
	Your Checking Account—free material from local bank (1 per student)
Power Point, calculators for each student, Premade Naked Math Teacher worksheets 1&2,

Baby Budget sheets which students filled out prior to lesson, pencils and black ink pens.




	The "7 Elements"
	Teacher Notes

(and answer key)

	I am giving you $1500.00 today!
You will need to open “Your Checking Account”.  Come and check out what the bank officer has to say.
After you have signed the signature card, the bank officer will give you an account number and a checkbook.  Before you write a check you must make sure that there is enough money in your account.  To deposit money, you must complete a deposit slip.  You will be given a copy for your records.  You need to take the deposit slip and file it in a safe place.  This is your record you made a deposit.  
The availability of your funds depends on two factors:  the day of deposit and the type of deposit.  A deposit of cash, for example, is available before an out-of-state check.  

	Complete the signature card with the students.  Work in small group of 2 or 3 to begin this lesson.
Complete a Deposit Slip with the students all the students will begin with the same deposit in their checking account register and in their debit account register.
Walk the students through this process and spot check that they have money placed in correct columns in register.  Remind students to use pencil in register and ink on the checks they write.


	2. Assess students’ math awareness as it relates to the CTE lesson. 

	Spot check to see if students understand correct spelling of numbers and how to write numbers in word format.  You could have a few students go up to the board and write in the format as you dictate the numbers to them.

	3. Work through the math example embedded in the CTE lesson. 

Complete the first four transactions with the check register.

	Each time you complete a deposit slip or a check you will need to enter the transaction into the register.  When the bank statement comes in, you will need to reconcile your bank statement.
Have students use their baby budget sheet which was completed last unit to enter “real life” numbers into their checkbook registers and have them write two checks and two debit purchases.  Turn in checkbooks to check for understanding of writing and recording transactions.



	4. Work through related, contextual math-in-CTE examples.
We will do several additional problems to make sure you understand how to write a check or deposit and place the information into your register.

	At another time ask students to pull from the basket premade items that they need to record in their register. These items will include natural transactions such as pay check deposits, bills, gifts etc.

	5. Work through traditional math examples.
Trouble shooting problems
Take the difference of the account reconciliation and the check register. 

· Check to see if a transaction you needed to record is the exact amount of the difference.  If it is, you have missed an entry.  

· After showing the power point ask students to check their own accounts.

	Present Premade Power Point from SWAP program which includes information about different vocabulary, and how to recocile an account.

	6. Students demonstrate their understanding.

Students will complete their own checks, deposit slips, reconciliations and balance.
	Students will complete their own accounts with assistance from teacher.

	7. Formal assessment.
Students will now complete premade formal naked math worksheets 1&2. 
	Students will complete formal Naked Math Worksheets 1&2 without teacher assistance.
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
