Phonics/Letter Recognition/
Reading
	  Introduce letter{Mm}.  Discuss the letter and the sound it makes.  Read Poem “Molly.”  Discuss words that begin with {Mm}.  Read poem again.  Students listen for rhyming words.  Students use highlighter tape to find {Mm}s in poem.  Students write lower case {Mm} on marker boards.  Conduct joint activity using pictures for sound sort.   Complete lower case {m} hand writing page.

Questions:
*Who can formulate words that begin with /m/?
	Review Letter [Mm] and sound. Review poem:  “Molly.”  Skill:  Number of words in a sentence.  Read “My M Sound Box.”  Write [Mm] words on board. Activity: Compare words that begin with [Mm] to words that do not.  Practice  

writing upper case [M] on marker board.  Complete upper case [M] handwriting page and [Mm] phonics cut and glue page.

Questions:
*Who can formulate words that begin with  /m/?
	Review letter [Mm] (recognition and sound).  Read “Monkey’s Miserable Monday.” Skill: Initial sound.  Activity: Have students find things on last page of story that begin with letter [Mm].  Read “Merry Mouse.”  Have children complete phonics pages and make Mary Mouse.
