Welcome to Science Olympiad. We are a competing team like a sports team. We have teams similar to a Varsity, Jr Varsity and developing team though they are not listed that way. Therefore we meet on multiple days of the week, Time commitment and ability determine your placement. You are responsible for finding information about meetings, coaches schedule and rules etc, using the Science Olympiad Page located under the tab activities on the schools’ home page.  
Below is a list of the 2023 events. Events meet on the days listed on the Science Olympiad school page.  In order to compete in multiple events you will need to meet on multiple days. We place students or limit students in events. Some events are only at the State level and only State competitors will compete at those events. 
1. Anatomy & Physiology: Exam on human Respiratory, Digestive and Immune Systems.
2. Bio Process Lab:  Lab oriented event based on life science/biology.
3. Bridge:  Design & build a bridge with the highest structural efficiency. 

4. Can’t Judge a Powder: Lab oriented event to using physical & chemical tests to collect data about a substance & answers questions. 
5. Crave the Wave: Exam & ab regarding all types of waves and wave motion. 
6. Disease Detectives: Exam on the study of disease, injury, health & disability in populations or groups of people.

7. Dynamic Planet: Exam related to Earth’s fresh waters. 

8. Experimental Design: Lab event to Design, conduct &report the findings of an experiment. 
9. Flight: Build flying device stays aloft the longest amount of time. Most likely but not limited to a rubberband powered plane. (limited # of Students)
10. Forestry: Exam about trees in the United States
11. Green Generations: Exam on ecological principles, history & consequences of human impact on our environment, solutions to reversing trends & sustainability.  

12. Meteorology: Exam on Everyday Weather 

13. Road Scholar: Exam using State highway map, Road Atlas and Topographic maps.

14. Rocks & Minerals: Exam about rocks and minerals
15. Solar System: Exam on habitability within and beyond our solar system. 
16. Storm the Castle: Build a trebuchet to hit a target at a specific distance. (limited # of students)
17. Wheeled Vehicle:  Construct a rubber-band powered car to travel a specified distance & stop as close to target point. (limited # of students)
18. Write It Do it:  One participant will write a description of an object and another participant will build the item based on the written description only. 

  State Only Events
19. Crime Busters:  Lab using chemical tests & evaluating evidence to solve a crime. 
20. Sounds of Music: Construct, tune and play a musical instrument. (limited # of students)

21. Roller Coaster: Build & test a roller coaster track to guide a ball/sphere that uses gravity only to travel as close to a target time as possible. (limited # of students)
22. Code Busters: Cryptoanalyze & decode encrypted messages using cryptoanalysis.
 Trial Events: (not listed yet) Trial events are optional and do apply to team standings however medals may be earned by participants. ALTERNATES MAY COMPETE AT TRIAL EVENTS ONLY)
23. Botany: Exam on plant life and general botany principles.
24. Fast Facts*: Scattergory like event to match a letter with a science category.  (*Trial event at Regionals, regular event at States.)
· Up to 45 students may compete at the Regional level. Three teams of fifteen students grades 6-9. Each team will have alternates. The # of Alternates &  participation in events is limited. 

· Only 15 team members at the State level and beyond (grades 6-9). MOST STUDENTS WILL NOT PARTCIPATE AT THE STATE LEVEL. The  team will have alternates. The # of Alternates&  participation in events is limited. 

· Some team members will  qualify to compete at the State level but most will not.  Those students who do compete cannot do well with out the support and help of the other team members.
