Discontinuation of AP Computer Science AB, AP French Literature, and 
AP Latin Literature Courses

In the spring of 2008, the College Board announced the discontinuation of three courses:  
AP Computer Science AB, AP French Literature, and AP Latin Literature.

The purpose of this letter is to inform you that the Public Education Information Management System (PEIMS) codes associated with these three courses will be deleted from the system as of July 2009.  Beginning with the 2009-2010 school year, the courses and associated codes will no longer be available for use in your district.  

Districts that wish to continue offering a computer science course using materials from the current AP Computer Science AB course may do so by using the Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS) and the associated PEIMS code for Independent Study in Technology Applications (Texas Administrative Code §126.29).  No changes are expected regarding 
AP Computer Science A.  

Districts that wish to continue offering a language other than English (LOTE) course using materials from the current AP French or AP Latin Literature course may do so by using the TEKS and associated PEIMS codes for the Level V, VI, or VII LOTE course.
