5 Easy Ways!!! 


Talk : Have two way conversations with your children - children learn language by listening. » Respond to what they say and add words to stretch their vocabulary.


Sing: Sing nursery rhymes so children hear the different sounds in words. » Clap along to the rhythm so children hear the syllables.


Read: Read every day. » Make reading interactive. Look at the cover and try to guess what the book is about before you begin. Ask the child questions as you read and listen to the answers. » Use books to teach new words. As you read, talk about what these words mean. Also, encourage them to turn the page while reading to promote lifelong readers. 


Write: Get magnetic letters for the refrigerator or make letters from cardboard for the children to play with. » Have them sign their drawings to develop hand-eye coordination and build up their writing muscles. Children also begin to understand that writing represents words. » Talk about what they draw. Have them make up stores or write captions for their drawings so they make the connection between written and spoken language. Use illustrations from magazines and books to encourage students to write a new story with a different ending. 


Play: Encourage dramatic play with puppets or stuffed animals. Making up stories this way develops narrative skills so children understand that stories have a beginning, middle and end. » Have the child tell you a story based on the pictures in a book many times This develops vocabulary.

K & 1 Grade At Home:


Using pictures and words to put ideas on paper


Telling stories first to get ready to write


Looking back at writing to add more to it


Saying words slowly and write down the sounds that they hear


Planning how the book will go, adding pages


Story Talk. Think aloud about a story. Talking about stories helps children develop their vocabularies, link stories to everyday life, and use what they know about the world to make sense out of stories. Connect your story to a similar story your child may have experienced. 


Drawing Pictures of Real People, Objects, and Events. Encourage all efforts. Let your child tell you what he/she made. Hang your child’s art in their room or on the refrigerator.�
