COURSE DESCRIPTION

Seventh grade accelerated mathematics is aligned to the Common Core State Standards and is considered grade level math for students in the seventh grade. Seventh grade accelerated math provides a bridge of skills and concepts between seventh grade math and Algebra. Students will experience instruction in all strands of the mathematics curriculum:

· Percents

· Modeling Geometric Figures

· Circumference, Area and Volume

· Probability

· Statistics
