McAfee Mathematics Excellence Foundation at Texas A&M University-Commerce and a summer math camp for girls at Southern Methodist University; and
WHEREAS, No stranger to honors, Ms. Scott has received numerous accolades, including the Edyth May Sliffe Award for distinguished teaching in junior high school mathematics, the Honorary Life Membership Award from the Texas Congress of Parents and Teachers, and inclusion in Who's Who Among America's Teachers; the first teacher invited to serve on the State MathCounts committee, she is also the recipient of an innovative teaching grant from Stanford University; and
WHEREAS, On her departure from Franklin Middle School, Ms. Scott begins a new chapter in her career as a teacher, and with the support of her loving son, Greg, and her grandchild, River, she will undoubtedly bring her characteristic energy and enthusiasm to her new position as a mathematics instructor at Parish Episcopal School; and
WHEREAS, Janet Scott's impressive skill as an educator and her passionate commitment to the needs of her students are truly outstanding, and her dedication, creativity, and encouragement will long continue to inspire all who know her; now, therefore, be it
