If you need extra help on a certain topic, you are welcome to stay after school. I am available most afternoons if you can provide your own transportation. If you need transportation, I (or another one of your teachers) will be available on the days that the activity bus runs as well. I will pass this information along once it becomes available.

What to expect

This course is designed around students working in cooperative groups. You will be working in groups throughout the year on different “Investigations” (as they are called in our book) to help you master mathematical concepts. In this class, I will not be standing in front of the class each day giving notes. Instead, you and your group will work through investigations to master the material.  This new classroom set up may take some time to get used to, but I am sure that you will love it by the end of the year.


At the beginning of each unit, you will receive a checklist with all of the homework, classwork, and vocabulary that you are responsible for. You must show all of your work in order to receive full credit – just having answers on your paper is not enough.  Homework will be checked at least once a week – you never know which day it will happen, or how often, so make sure you keep up with your work.  You cannot be successful in this course if you do not complete all assignments.  In order to keep you organized, we will have notebook quizzes (both announced and unannounced). If you have everything done on your checklist, you will have no problem getting a 100 on these quizzes.


As we go through our investigations, there will be short lesson quizzes at least once a week.  These quizzes are to ensure that students have mastered material before moving to the next lesson and to make sure they are on track to be successful on their unit tests.  At the end of each unit will be a unit test. These tests will count the same as two quizzes. If students have been in class and followed along with all investigations, they should have no problem with these tests.  Approximate test dates will be on student checklists, so there will be plenty of advance notice.
