BAND CAMP SURVIVAL PACK!
WHAT TO BRING:

-Your instrument (including reeds, valve oil, sticks, and other maintenance needs)

-Your music (including show, national anthem, fight song, and other pep tunes, some music will be handed out at band camp but be sure to bring it everyday when you receive it, DO NOT RELY ON OTHERS TO BRING THEIR MUSIC FOR YOU TO USE)

- Water (It is important to bring your own water to stay hydrated and healthy during rehearsals, it is encouraged that you bring a cooler to keep the water cool during the outside rehearsals, there is no other drink besides water allowed in the band room)

- Sunscreen (Please bring sunscreen to protect yourself! It will be hot while we are outside and you will not want to get sun burn on the first day. Students are encouraged to wear hats to help protect from the sun.) 

-Food/Money (students will be given a break for lunch, this will be an hour and a half break from 12-1:30pm. Students are allowed to drive or walk to get food (with parent permission), however they will have to provide the money and transportation themselves. Students are NOT ALLOWED TO EAT IN THE BAND ROOM. They are allowed to eat outside under the breeze way, or in the instrument locker room, but if there is substantial trash left in these areas then eating here will no longer be allowed)

Please prepare both physically and mentally for band camp. Students are NOT encouraged to eat a HUGE breakfast before coming to camp in the morning, as we will be performing physical conditioning (running, stretching, performing). Students should prepare by eating healthy and staying somewhat active, so that band camp is not an overwhelming experience. PRACTICING IS A MUST OVER SUMMER VACATION. Students should have their music and should go ahead and start learning/ memorizing. This will be a huge help for myself, and the rest of the ensemble.


The last thing to bring to camp is a positive attitude. People that smile and are happy to be there are much more enjoyable to work with. If you bring a negative attitude you will bring yourself and the ensemble down. We work hard and take great pride in what we do, help to support that goal of excellence by being a positive part of our group.
