CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS

The following rules are provided to ensure each day’s rehearsal will function smoothly and efficiently.

1. Students will be in their seats, with proper materials (i.e. pencil, music, instrument, etc.) two (2) minutes after the bell has sounded.  If this does not happen, the student will be marked tardy.  After the third tardy, the student will receive a referral to the office. The student will receive a referral after every 3rd tardy thereafter and more severe discipline consequences will take place.  

2. Students must bring proper materials to class/rehearsals EVERY DAY.   Students who habitually fail to bring materials to class/rehearsals will lose participation points.  These items must be returned to their appropriate place at the end of class. 

3. No food, candy, drinks, or gum is allowed in the band room area during any class or rehearsal time.  Water is ok to have.

4. NO CELL PHONES!!!  If I see a cell phone out during class I will take it until the end of the school day. 
5. Unnecessary talking or disturbances will not be permitted.    

6. Courtesy toward one another and toward the director is expected at all times.

*All other school rules (as stated in the CHS Student Handbook) will be in effect.  

Failure to cooperate or follow classroom rules will result in one or more of the following: verbal warning, loss of daily participation points, conference with the teacher, a call home, being sent to the office, being held after class, detention, removal from the program, etc…

Class Materials

1. Pencil (no pens, please)

2. Music Folder (provided). All music inclusive. For each class, a designated student will be in charge of organizing, passing out, and collecting music.  Please see this student at the beginning or end of class if you are missing a piece of music.

Grading Policy

Students will be graded on the following criteria:

1. Playing Tests (25 pts.)

2. Written Work (ex. Quizzes, Tests, Written Evaluations) (40 pts.)

3. Daily Participation (bringing proper materials, being on task, etc.) (5 pts. per day)

4. Performances (200 pts for EACH performance)

5. Practice Charts will be assigned each week. (50 pts.)

6. Anything within the discretion of the Director.  Everything will be discussed before it is assigned and given a point value.

Performance Attire
CHS Concert attire is as follows:

Gentleman: Black shoes, black socks, black pants, black belt, black dress shirt.

Ladies: Black shoes, black socks, black dress pants, black dress shirt with some form of sleeves.
*NO Flip flops, Sandals, Tennis Shoes, White Socks

*If a student is not wearing the proper attire, they will not be allowed to perform. They will be asked to sit in the audience for the entire concert and the grade will be affected.

Concert Make-up Policy

Attendance at concerts is REQUIRED!  Excused absences from a rehearsal/performance are as follows:

1. Death in the family.

2. Illness (must be ill from school that day also).

Other school activities will be dealt with on an individual basis.  

*In order to be excused, a phone call or note from the parent/guardian is required within two school days after the absence.  School related conflicts need to be communicated to the director at least two weeks prior to the concert in order to be excused.

If a student is excused from a concert, they have the option to make-up the 200 points.  If they choose not to do the make-up work required for an excused absence, then they will lose all of the 200 pts. for the concert.  Unexcused absences do NOT have the option of making up the 200 points. Mr. Schuckmann will not be responsible for reminding students of their make-up assignments.  It is the student’s responsibility to speak to Mr. Schuckmann about the topic, and turning the paper in on time!
In order to make-up an excused absence, the student is required to type a three page research paper (double spaced) on a topic related to music.  This topic must be approved by the Director.  Some example topics are: Composers, Instruments, Musicians, Concerts, Music History, Music Genres, Etc….. Please remember that this paper needs to be in the students’ own words. The make-up work is due in class one week from the missed concert.  All late papers will receive partial credit.
Performance Report Times
The call time for every concert is one hour before the start of the concert, unless otherwise stated.  If the concert is at 7 pm, the student is required to be there by 6 pm.  It is very important that each student reports on time on the day of the concert.  If a student does not report on time, a tardy will be issued and points will be deducted from the student’s concert grade.

*If a student has another school activity and will be late for their report time, they must communicate this to the director in writing BEFORE the day of the concert or they will be marked tardy.

*If there is a conflict between the concert and sports/other school activities, the student must communicate this to the director at least two weeks prior to the concert.  The director and coach will try to work something out so that the student can attend both events.

School Absence Policy
If you miss a day of school, your participation grade will be affected. To make up those points, the following are required:

-note from a parent/guardian

-a 30 minute practice log signed by parent/guardian for each day absent

These items will be turned in no later than three (3) days after absence has occurred to receive make up points for participation.  If practice log is not turned in, points will not/cannot be made up.  

This time is not included in the required 90 minutes of practice per week for the Practice Charts.

From organizing fundraisers to chaperoning a trip, our Booster members actively work to assist and smooth out operations for our music program.
