Create a Mashup:  
What is a mashup?  A mashup is a song created by blending two or more pre-corded songs by overlaying the vocal track with an instrumental track.. (Mashup (music) Wikipedia.org)
You will create a mashup from at least two pre-recorded song tracks.  You will select audio files from Creative Commons music webs sites.  Each audio track that you use should be no more than 30 seconds to follow the Fair Use guidelines for schools.  You should add effects to your audio track like a fade in or fade out.   You can also create your own audio track and add that to your mashup.  See the rubric below for assignment requirements.
You will use the program “Audacity” which is located in the MS/HS Shares folder.  Once you finish your mashup, export it as a wav file and save to the folder titled:  “Music Copyright Lesson Responses” in the MS/HS Shares.  Use your first and last name in the file name so I can give you credit for the assignment, “amynaglemashup”.
Creative Commons Music Web Sites:

Save the audio files you want to use in your mashup onto your H drive.  Create a folder for Mashup songs or use your Download folder to save the files.
