There are four methods a public speaker can remember the material he/she is going to present:

1. Memorizing

2. Reading from complete text

3. Using Notes

4. Using Visual Aids as Notes

During Speech and Debate 1 you learned that reading your speech is boring; most people cannot read aloud without stumbling over words; many get lost when they look up and then look back at the text; communication is between the speaker and the text, not between the speaker and the audience; there is little or no eye contact; and the speaker often reads too fast.  The most common method you used for remembering material for your presentations was using notes, also known as Extemporaneous Speaking.  You learned this method is better than reading since the speaker can have normal voice inflection and make more effective eye contact.  

Throughout Speech and Debate 2 you are going to be challenged much more.   There will be a few speeches in which you will be required to memorize your speech.  The challenge with memorizing your speech is to be sure you are still talking and communicating with your listeners as opposed to performing or acting.  If you forget where you are in your speech, you will have much more difficulty recapturing your thoughts.  However, certain parts of your speech can be effectively memorized – opening, humor and jokes, transitions, idea outline, and closing.  

This semester experiment to see what fits your style. Through the process of becoming a better public speaker, select a balance which is right for you and which does not get between you, your audience and your message.

Assignment: 

For your Music Lyric Recitation, you are required to choose a song, commit it’s lyrics to memory, and dramatically present it to the class.  In addition to the recitation of your song, you will also provide a visual representation of the song that the class can use to follow along.  

1. Choose a song.

2. Memorize the song’s lyrics.

3. Prepare a PowerPoint presentation that includes the song’s lyrics.  The lyrics should scroll like a teleprompter.  See directions for making a teleprompter with PowerPoint.
4. Dramatically recite the lyrics to the class.
