1.  Select ONE of the following questions and write a full essay response (typed, MLA format).  This is worth 100 points. 

2.  The remaining two questions should be addressed in a detailed outline form and turned in at the same time as your essay.  Each is worth 25 points.

Please note that you should choose plays that “work best” (provide a greater range of comparison) for the question asked.  Be sure that you understand the question and the tasks requested:  examine the language of the question carefully, recognize the parts/aspects required of the question, and arrange your essay in order to convince your reader of the validity of your ideas.  In short, show your knowledge of the texts as well as your sensitivity to the question.

Paper 2 Texts:  You may choose from the following:

· Arthur Miller’s Death of a Salesman
· Harold Pinter’s The Birthday Party
· Samuel Beckett’s Waiting for Godot
· Wole Soyinka’s Trials of Brother Jero
Remember, choose ONE question to answer fully in an essay.  For the remaining questions, write a detailed outline and turn in at the same time as the essay.
