DBQ Essay RUBRIC
1. Has acceptable thesis. (1)

2. Understands the basic meaning of the documents. (1)

3. Supports thesis with appropriate evidence from all or all but one document. (2) 

a. Evidence must be drawn from 7 or 8 documents and address the question. (two points)

b. Evidence must be drawn from 6 documents and address the question. (one point)

4. Analyzes point of view in at least two documents. (1)

5. Analyzes by grouping them in two or three ways (1)

6. Identifies and explains the need for one type of appropriate additional document or source (1) 

7. EXPANDED CORE See rubric 

a. Expanded core only applies if you have already earned the 7 points possible above; once that happens you basically earn more points because you went into more detail and explained with strong historical analysis
