NATIONAL JUNIOR HONOR SOCIETY

Membership in the National Junior Honor Society is based on scholarship, service, leadership, character and citizenship. Final selection of inductees will be made by a Faculty Council, who will recommend these candidates to the building Principal.  Membership is limited to 7th and 8th grade students. The process will begin mid-year ending with an induction in the Spring.

A. Criteria for Membership:

1. Scholarship: Students must maintain a cumulative average of A (90) or above for all marking periods preceding the induction ceremony (first, second and third quarter).

2. Service: Students must present evidence of participation in a minimum of three (3) ongoing activities in order to demonstrate an active involvement in school and community.  You must have at least one in school activity and one out of school activity.  Of your three activities one must be community service based.  Some examples might be participation in a charity, soup kitchen, nursing home, library, church volunteer, temple volunteer, reading to elementary students, etc.  School activities include being a member of a team, school club, student council, part of the play or teacher/office assistant. The third activity can be either school based or community service based as just described. 

*The activities and community service must take place during the school year the child is applying.  Students will need to get recommendations from the activity advisors.

3. Leadership: Students must exert a positive influence on others in school (advisory, classroom, cafeteria, activities) and within the community.  
4. Character: Students must demonstrate the highest standards of honesty, integrity and reliability as well as acts of kindness and consideration towards others.

5. Citizenship: Students must contribute ideas which will enhance the school environment, show a willingness to assist others and comply with school regulation.

*Students will be asked to get five teacher recommendations to comment on leadership, character and citizenship.

B. Procedures for Membership:

1. At the end of the second marking period, the guidance department will prepare a list of all eligible candidates in grades 7 and 8 who have maintained a cumulative average of A (90) for the first half of the school year.

2. These candidates will be invited to meet with the faculty advisor to the National Junior Honor Society. At this time, students will receive application packets which must be completed and submitted within three weeks. The packet contains an application, a profile sheet, five teacher recommendations and three service/activity verifications. Only those students who have filed applications and submitted the necessary paper work will receive further consideration.

3. Completed packets will then be reviewed by a Faculty Council which consists of five faculty members appointed annually by the Principal. The chapter advisor shall be an ex-officer member of the Faculty Council.

4. Acceptance is based on the evaluation of the application by the Faculty Council. Membership is not automatic but rather is an honor bestowed upon a select group of students by the Faculty Council.

5. The building Principal will make the final decision on any applicant in question.

6. Non-selection: Schools are not obligated to share with parents or students information concerning the non-selection of specific students. According to NASSP legal counsel, no constitutional due process requirements apply in non-selection cases.

Important Dates:

February 28th: First meeting where application packets will be distributed.

March 3rd:  the first page of the packet stating whether or not you will participate must be signed and handed in.

March 14th: All recommendation (green) and advisor (pink) recommendation forms must be handed out to the appropriate people.  
Hand in your pink and blue sheet to Miss McNierney.
Letters will be mailed in the middle of April letting the students know if they were accepted or not.

May 7th: Induction Ceremony
