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VARSITY LETTER
BACKGROUND INFORMATION: 

- TVHS drill teams compete at a varsity level in drill competitions requiring at least 5 hours a week of practice. Varsity letters are earned to recognize cadets for their hard work and dedication.

PROCESS: 
The following requirements must be met:
Minimum 2 Years Enrolled in AFJROTC Program

* Competed in at Least 5 Drill Competitions (DC)

Note: Additions Include: Served as Primary Expeditor / Squire (5 DC)

Served as “Dressed Out” Back Up (8 DC)

* GPA of 3.0 or Higher (Cumulative During Time Period of Consideration)

* Be in the Minimum Grade of Cadet Staff Sergeant (C/SSgt) or Above
* Grade of “A” in AFJROTC

* 100 Hours of Community Service

* Special Considerations (of Non­Drill Team Applicants):

* Member of Top ⅘ Leadership

* Possess Minimum of 4 Semesters as Command Position Higher than Flight Commander (i.e. Kitty Hawk Air Society, Support,Operations, Aerofilm, Rocketry, etc.)

** All Other Qualifications/Awarding of Varsity Letters will be assessed/determined by the Senior Aerospace Science Instructor (SASI)/Aerospace Science Instructor (ASI)/Top ⅘.

IMPACT:

Drill Team Varsity Letters allow cadets to express the work of drill team in a way that college admission workers are able to better understand. The time and effort required to be on a drill 

team prevents cadets from plying Varsity Sports, so by earning a letter for drill they are able to receive the same level of recognition for their work.
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
