Community Service Presentation Options

Due: Tuesday, January 3, 2012

To complete your community service requirement for your senior year, you will be creating and presenting an advertisement for community service. This advertisement should be designed to persuade underclassmen that:

Community service is a fun, valuable, and worthwhile thing to do.

or

Students should complete their community service with the same organization that you served.

This advertisement should use ethos, pathos, and logos to convince your audience. Remember, your audience is other RCHS students, not your teacher. Your ad can be in one of the two formats listed below. In order to receive credit towards community service, you must meet all of the minimum requirements listed here. You will also receive a project grade on this assignment.
Option 1: Power Point Presentation

1. Create an advertisement in the form of a Power Point presentation with a minimum of 5 slides (not including the title slide and the credit slide) that convinces your audience that community service is important or that students should do their service where you did yours.

2. Each slide should contain information (text and/or web links) and visual elements (pictures, graphics, charts, video, etc). You are also encouraged to use sound and music in your Power Point. The visuals you include should be authentic whenever possible. They should also contribute to your audience’s understanding of your message. Don’t put a picture of a car in your Power Point just because you like cars.

3. Your Power Point needs to stand on its own without you there to explain it. This means that the slides need to advance on their own, and that information should be presented in a clear, organized, and self-explanatory way. 

4. You are encouraged to include special animations, backgrounds, effects, and any other Power Point trickery that you know to make your ad more appealing to the audience.
5. Your Power Point needs to be handed in digitally (either through email or brought in on a flashdrive). Note that if you are including music in your ad, you need to include the file when you hand it in. Please save your Power Point with the following file name: Period number Last Name, First Name Community Service.  
Example: 3 Smith, Stanley Community Service
Option 2: Public Service Announcement

1. Create a video commercial that is a minimum of 60-90 seconds long that convinces your audience that community service is important or that students should do their service where you did yours.
2. Your video should persuade your audience using text (a script) and visuals. Be creative in the production and execution of your video. Do not just talk to the camera for 60 seconds. Think about how you can use setting, action, acting, and editing to get your point across.

3. You are able to complete this video with a group of up to three people. If you choose to do this with a group, all members of your group must appear and speak in the video.

4. Your video needs to be handed in on DVD, VHS, or in digital format (compatible with Windows Media Player or Quicktime). You will not get this back.
