Pursuant to the Governor’s Executive Order No. N-56-20, the deadline for a local school district governing board to adopt the LCAP and the budget overview for parents by July 1 of each year is extended until December 15, 2020 on the condition that the  governing board adopts, during the same meeting at which the governing board or body of the LEA adopts the annual budget due July 1, 2020, a written report to  the community that explains the changes to program offerings that the district has made in response to school closures to  address  the COVID-19 emergency and the major impacts of such closures on students and families.  The report will include, at a minimum, a description of how the district is meeting the needs of “unduplicated pupils” during the period of school closures and the steps taken by the district, consistent with Paragraph 2 of Executive Order N-26-20, to support the following during the period of school closures: (1) Continue delivering high-quality distance learning opportunities; (2) Provide school meals in non-congregate settings; and (3) Arrange for supervision of students during ordinary school hours.
