PRESENTATIONS
Lou Marzeles gave a PowerPoint presentation about a performing arts center in Goldendale. It will be a 75,000 square foot building that would be home to several performance types. It will also accommodate conferences and workshops. The company plans on selling 200,000 shares at $125 each for a $25 million initial capitalization. The land this will be on is in the county. If the council decided this is a worth while project it could be a mutual benefit to annex the land.  
DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Reggie informed council that they will be getting ACCESS this week. We have hired Nate Wardrip and he is at the academy.
Steve informed council that they applied for a grant through the DNR to outfit the truck we received from Fort Lewis.
Karl reported that we are near completion of the sewer project and we are about $100,000 under budget. The west Columbus project is moving along with construction being done two blocks at a time. He also updated council on the LED lighting.

Mayor Canon (for Connie) reported that Sandy Wells has won the Well City Award for us three years in a row. She has worked hard for this award and we appreciate her efforts to help the city save 2% on their medical premiums. We congratulate her on receiving this award for Goldendale.

Guy reported that the Event Committee met today in preparation for Community Days.

John stated that he is excited about Lou’s presentation it will be a big thing for our community.

Mayor Canon reported on a letter he wrote to the Klickitat County Board of Commissioners. This letter is asking them to support the request to outright levy a county-wide 0.1 percent sales tax for criminal justice purposes for drug enforcement.

I am asking for concurrence from the council. Council concurred.

The next item I have is regarding the Airport Committee Meeting that met last Wednesday. The first step the committee wants to do is to request a new binding site plan and a new airport plan. I am asking for your agreement to put out a request for proposals for companies who specialize in airport development. Council concurred.
Larry stated that the Ordinance Committee is meeting tonight to continue to work on the revisions to the Illumination Control Ordinance. The Mayor, Guy and I will be attending the AWC Conference this week. On Friday there will be a Business Roundtable Committee meeting.
