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COURSE TITLE: IB MYP PERFORMING ARTS

IB MYP Level: (grade 6 = level 1, grade 7 = level 2, grade 8 = level 3) 

DESCRIPTION OF COURSE

 Concert/Marching Band

The objectives of the Anwatin Middle School Bands are to provide a large instrumental ensemble for students to experience all aspects relative to the performance of varying levels of band music. These ensembles will perform various types of music, including standard repertoire of artistic and educational natures. These ensembles will also participate in seasonal concerts at our school and possibly perform additionally at the discretion of the director and administration.

Concert/Marching Band is the performing group for the beginning to intermediate instrumentalist. Emphasis is placed on technique, the elements of music, and the performance of a variety of band music.  Students must own or rent instruments.  Public performances are required. 

Each student will be provided music and instructional books.  It is the students’ responsibility to provide instruments in good condition and accessories such as reeds, oils and mutes.  Members are also expected to purchase concert attire; please see the section entitled “Concert Uniform” later in this letter.

Students who have the privilege of playing school-owned instruments are expected to perform regular maintenance (swab, oil) and store/transport these instruments carefully so they will last many years.  Students will be charged for unreturned materials and repair/replacement of equipment due to neglect or damage.

At the beginning of the school year, students will complete forms releasing the school district from responsibility for securing personal property (individually owned instruments) as well as forms detailing students’ responsibility for securing/maintaining school-owned equipment.

KEY INSTRUCTIONAL STRATEGIES/APPROACHES TO LEARNING/TYPE

Practice Pedagogy:  Demonstrate proper ways to approach practice that meets your individual needs.  Mr. Barlow’s practice mantra—“Practice what is due, do some review and do something new.” Students will keep a notebook of their work so that they can see growth in understanding and performance.

Care and Use of Instrument: Model proper procedures for instrument care, check for understanding through observed practice; journaling in notebook on taking care of instrument.

Performance Preparation and Concert Manners:  Everyday observation of students preparing and tuning up for class rehearsal, marching practice, on task behavior and concert behavior practiced in the classroom.  

COMMUNITY AND SERVICE
The Concert Band will perform at evening concerts during the year and as a Marching Band once during the year to satisfy community and service work outside of the school day setting. Written reflection on performances.
INTERNATIONAL AWARENESS, INVOLVEMENT, REFLECTION

The students will perform music from many cultures; they will learn a vocabulary of Italian terms for music interpretation. 

INTERDISCIPLINARY CONNECTIONS

The language of Music has many connections across the curriculum, including its own vocabulary, which is related to language study. Specific periods in history are represented by certain types of music and these connections will be used to give our students a bigger and better perspective on subject matter taught.

FORMATIVE AND SUMMATIVE ASSESSMENTS USED, INCLUDING MYP 

Formative

There will be formative assessments done everyday, in all areas as needed, including posture, intonation, sight reading, musicianship, interpretation, technical facility, rhythmical accuracy.  Summative assessments will take the form of scale tests, music passage tests, ensemble performances, vocabulary tests.

Summative
Students will know a range of scales based on their grade level. Students will demonstrate how to participate successfully in a large or small ensemble.  Students will show the ability to discriminate proper intonation when performing with others.  All student performances will be videotaped for reflection.

 Music text: Standard of Excellence, By Bruce Pearson;  Major, Natural Minor, Blues and Chromatic scales;  the 26 American standard drum rudiments; Instrument related supplies; various pieces of musical literature, representing many different styles.
