1. Understand that everybody can use evidence to learn about the world


2. Recognize that the practice of science involves many different kinds of work and people


3. Use tools to improve observations and keep a record of the observations made








Earth and Space – The Universe


1. Observe, describe and compare the daily and seasonal changes in the position of the sun


2. Recognize the pattern of apparent changes in the moon’s shape and position


3. Demonstrate how a large light source at a great distance looks like a small light source that is much closer


4. Recognize that the Earth is one of several planets that orbit the sun, and the moon orbits the Earth

2. Give examples of differences among individuals that give advantage in survival and reporduction
