Presentation of Prevention Plan: draft 15 pages; discussion in goal section; current membership section; waiting on updated membership list from Nickie; pending until next month; include goal #4; and will move forward at the next month’s meeting.

· Department of Juvenile Justice – Department Transition Plan updated; Circuit 2, 6 & 11 to be run by providers or county to mirror CBC in other counties; 2 year pilot period; Probation Detention will be contracted out; levels of commitment programs; front in push civil citations; misdemeanors to keep kids out of Judicial system; Marion County paying for services – statewide issue; and Government Task Force – DJJ to work with local providers, and St. Johns County is ahead of the curve. 
· Juvenile Courts –Court numbers are down.
· Law Enforcement –No report.
· Department of Children and Families – DCF and CBC emerging at the meetings; Hope Pavilion – trouble with the kids attending court; Facility not bringing the kids, no show and no calls; case managers must follow up on the appointments; discussion about Juveniles coming to court; Richard Meadows is the contact for issues and facility; and FIP contact for court hearings – Anne, Norma and Elizabeth will get together to discuss. 
· School District – New Truancy Petitions in court this month with Judge DuPont and Judge Alexander; and around 300 homeless kids.
· County Departments – Wanda Brinson with Housing -  Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP) over a year; two houses closing this month; open house on the 23rd; rental property is available; Bill Lazar is over the rental units; Last Tuesday in January 2011 Homeless Count @ 5:30 a.m.; and Transitional houses currently has two open houses.  
· Commissioner Cyndi Stevenson – mention Reduction for Dietary Funds for the Pre-K through 3rd graders; discussion about the Culinary Arts at the High School; and Cyndi will get with Linda for more information.
