“5 Big Ideas in Reading”
1. Phonemic Awareness – the ability to hear and manipulate the sounds in spoken words.
2. Alphabetic Principle (Phonics)- matching sounds to letters and use this knowledge in spelling and reading

3. Vocabulary – the ability to understand and use words

4. Fluency –the ability to read connected text with speed, accuracy, and proper expression

5. Reading Comprehension – active and unintentional thinking while reading to understand the meaning of text
