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	I. Course Description:


	Geometry, PreAP is a fast paced honors course with topics to include, but not limited to, the study of polygons, circles, trigonometry, logic, proofs and the application of these concepts to everyday life.  Congruency and similarity are treated fully in this course.  

	
	

	II. Course Objectives:
	1)  The students will have an understanding of different kinds of shapes and the properties that are associated with those shapes.
2)  The students will be able to apply the theorems and postulates to problems.

3)  The students will have an understanding of how to write and develop a proof. 

	
	

	III. Classroom Expectations:
	1)  Be on time!  If you arrive to class without a pass after the tardy bell rings, you will serve detention during your designated lunch time on the following school day in the lobby of the auditorium.
2)  Come prepared to class with completed assignments.
3)  Pencils should be sharpened and paper thrown away before the tardy bell rings or after discussions are completed.

4)  There will be no food or drink in the classroom.

5)  Do not talk while I am talking.  I encourage you to ask questions and participate in class, but raise your hand first.

6)   Please use the restroom in between classes.  You will receive three hall passes for the semester.

	IV.  BJ Grading Policy:
	1)  Students will receive a letter grade based upon the required school scale.  The quarterly grade will be calculated with 30% to include class work, homework and quizzes and 70% to include tests.  Missing the review prior to the test does not exempt a student from taking the test on the previously announced date.
2)  Students should record grades of all assignments in their notebooks so they can determine their current average at any time.  Grades may also be checked online using iNow.  Progress reports will be sent home every three weeks.
3)  A cumulative semester exam is given which comprises 20% of the semester grade.

4)  If a student is caught cheating on any assignment, a grade of zero will be assigned. Copying another student’s work will result in a zero for both students.
