Good Cause Exemptions 

Students with disabilities whose Individual Education 
Plan indicates that participation in the statewide 
assessment program is not appropriate, consistent 
with state law. 

Students identified as English language learners 
who have had less than two years of instruction in 
English as a second language. 

Students with disabilities who participate in the 
statewide English language arts reading 
assessment and who have an Individual Education 
Plan or a Section504 plan that reflects that the 
student has received intensive reading intervention 
for more than two years and who still 
demonstrates a deficiency in reading and was 
previously retained in kindergarten, first grade, 
second grade, or third grade. 

Students who have received intensive reading 
intervention for two or more years and who still 
demonstrate a deficiency in reading and who were 
previously retained in kindergarten, first grade, 
second grade, or third grade for a total of two years. 
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
