· You will need:  (1) Plot Structure Notes (2) Literary Element Notes for your selected story (3) Your Short Story Charts for your selected story

· Work individually or in pairs to create an ILLUSTRATED PREQUEL OR SEQUEL that includes the (1) FIVE ELEMENTS of PLOT STRUCTURE (2) THREE of the SAME LITERARY ELEMENTS as those found in your original selected short story (3) INCLUDES THE SAME THEMATIC STATEMENT as that of the original short story (4) clearly reflects a result of the ESSENTIAL QUESTION ( How do the decisions we make affect us positively or detrimentally?
· THIS NEEDS TO BE TYPED
· When creating your story, you will include  the basics:  Five Elements of Plot Structure + Three Literary Elements + Thematic Statement + Essential Question
· Your story must clearly relate to the thematic statement

· Your panels will include MLA format, where YOU are the author(s) of the prequel/sequel with YOUR (1) Example (2) Quote (3) Commentary ( (see the work you did for each box in your chart assignments)
· Example:  (For a prequel to “The Monkey’s Paw)” – {Example} = Resolution/The man’s last wish was for death. {Quote} = As the man uttered his last wish, which was for death, “Sergeant Major Morris retrieved the monkey’s paw from the dying man’s hand” (Le 574). {Commentary} = Create a detailed commentary to explain your quote and how it relates to your thematic statement.
· DRAWINGS ONLY—NO STICK FIGURES!!
· For those of you concerned with your drawing capabilities, you may search for relevant pictures on the internet, but they CANNOT be modern.
· IMAGES MUST REFLECT THE TIME PERIOD.

· If printing images from the internet, print the pictures out in black and white and then color them on your own (NO, YOU MAY NOT USE A COLOR PRINTER and print out the colored web images).
· Your grade is based on AESTHETICS (How it looks) + NEATNESS + CORRECT DEMONSTRATION of PLOT STRUCTURE/LITERARY ELEMENTS/THEMATIC STATEMENT/ESSENTIAL QUESTION (Refer to your PLOT STRUCTURE notes and LITERARY ELEMENTS notes)!!
