Course Description: 

Students in Mandarin 4 AP will continue to practice in listening and speaking skills, reading 

comprehension, grammar, and composition.  They will further develop their proficiencies 

across the three communicative modes: interpersonal, interpretive, and presentational; and 

the five goal areas: communication, cultures, connections, comparisons, and communities. 

Materials:   

A binder with 5 dividers. 

You need to use the binder to keep all Chinese class related materials for both semesters.
 *Your binder should have the following sections: 
1. Notes   2. Warm- ups  3.  Study Guide   4. Classwork & homework

5. Project/quizzes/tests
 -  Binders will be checked once every 6-week grading period.

 -  Binders must be well organized and complete to receive full credit.

Grade:

The student grade is cumulative and consists of the following: Quizzes, tests, projects, and presentations ………………… 60% 

Class participation, homework, and preparation …………… 40% 
(Extra credit may be given to reward efforts to learn extra material, not to make up for missing assignments. Cheating on any assignment or test will result in a zero with no opportunity to make up the grade. Students will automatically receive a zero for using inappropriate language or content in any assignment.) 
Class Assignments 

· Homework is due at the beginning of class on the day after it is assigned, unless otherwise indicated.  
· No late work will be accepted.  
· Copying others’ work will result in a zero on the assignment for BOTH parties.  
Grading  Scale:

90% – 100% =  A, 80% – 89% = B, 70% – 79% = C, 60% – 69% = D, 59% - Below = F

Attendance 

Attendance is the key ingredient to success in a foreign language class.  Students who do not attend class will miss valuable learning time. A tardy is counted if a student is not seated and ready to work when the bell rings.  The third tardy is a detention and, if not served, a second detention will be added.  The fourth tardy will be an office referral.  

Warm-Ups: 

Students will participate in a daily Warm-Up activity that will consist of work with grammar, reading comprehension and analysis, or vocabulary.   
Make up work/tests: 

· For every excused absence a student has, he or she is given that many days to make up the work and quizzes/tests. 

· It is the student’s responsibility to get any missed work from classmates. 

· It is the student’s responsibility to make an appointment for make-up tests/quizzes.  

Hall Passes: 

·  You will receive 3 hall passes each semester, so use them wisely! 

·  You must present a pass in order to go to the bathroom.  

·  You may save the passes for credits by end of each semester.

Class Rules:

1. Be polite (respect the teacher, class materials, fellow classmates, and yourself!)

2. No electronic devices in the classroom without teacher’s permission

3. Do not speak while a teacher is speaking or while another student is speaking
