Work will be assigned and submitted through Google Classroom. Google Classroom codes will be sent through Aeries Communicate. If you do not get the code for your Google Classroom through the phone call/email system, you can email Mrs. K for the code.

Assessments will be given at the end of each unit. Assessment directions will be posted in your Google Classroom along with a window of time it needs to be taken. Assessments will be timed. We expect you to use Academic Honesty while taking an assessment. Do not use phones or special phone apps to help with the questions.

Grades and feedback will be communicated to students and parents through the Aeries Communicate and email.

Video lessons and YouTube links will be posted in the Google classroom with assignments given.

-Homework must be NEAT and EASY TO READ and done in PENCIL ONLY.
Materials: Pencil, eraser, notebook, scientific calculator, straight edge or ruler, and graph paper. Graphing calculators cannot be used on a quiz or test, so it is best to stick with a calculator that costs $10-$25.

Consequences: Failure to follow the rules will result in one or more of the following: a warning, a detention, a phone call home, or a referral to the office. The punishment will be determined according to the severity of the infraction and prior history of your behavior in my classroom.  I will also confiscate any personal items that are not part of the lesson (cell phones, iPod, make-up, brushes, lotion…) and send them to the office.  Please keep electronic devices turned off and out of your possession during class. Cell phones may NOT be used as a calculator.

Absences: Students that are absent are to turn in missed assignments within one week of returning.  After one week, the assignment will be considered late. Absent students are responsible for getting the work and notes they missed.

Tardies: Students are counted as tardy if he/she is not in his/her seat when the bell rings.  Students half an hour late or more is counted as an absence. My tardy policy follows the student handbook and will be accumulated throughout the semester.
Participation:  Participation includes answering questions in class, warm ups, doing your work, doing problems on the board, and bringing the necessary materials to class.

Warm ups:  These are almost EVERY DAY.  Come into class, sit down, get out paper and do warm up right away.  

Assignments:  There will be homework every night and must be completed before coming to class. You must use pencil, write out the assignment, and show ALL work, answer questions with full sentences. Homework should be complete to earn full credit. Any homework involving graphs or precise drawings must be on graph paper. Late homework will be accepted within a week for reduced points, assignments more than one week late will not be accepted.
EXTRA HELP: Be responsible about recognizing when you need extra help and seek it promptly.

Notebooks:The notes must be organized and in order by date.  If you miss a day, be sure to get the notes from another student.  Notebook will be collected throughout each quarter and graded.
Quizzes:  Quizzes will be given periodically to let you and I know how you are progressing. Quizzes may or may not be announced ahead of time. If you are absent you will make-up the quiz when you return, outside of class time by appointment only.
Tests:  If you are absent for a test, you will need to come in outside of class time to make it up, by appointment only. If you are absent for more than one day you will still need to take the test upon returning, we do not learn anything new for two to three days prior to a test.


You are not allowed to retake any tests.
Cheating: Will give you a zero on the assignment, quiz or test. Please see the student handbook for a definition of academic dishonesty.

Go to the restroom before or after class.

Progress Reports: Grades are uploaded online regularly.
Substitute: When there is a sub, be good, follow directions, do your work.  If you get a good report you will get extra credit.
