                                 SCHOOL-PARENT COMPACT
The Howell Graves faculty and the parents of the students participating in activities, services, and programs funded by Title 1, Part A of the Every Student Succeeds Act of 2015 (ESSA) (participating children), agree that this compact outlines how the parents, the entire school staff, and the students will share the responsibility for improved student academic achievement and the means by which the school and parents will build and develop a partnership that will help children achieve the State’s high academic standards.
This school-parent compact is in effect during school year 2018-2019.

School’s Responsibilities

Howell Graves Preschool will be responsible for the following items:

1. Provide high-quality curriculum and instruction in a supportive and effective learning environment that enables the participating children to meet the State’s student academic achievement standards as follows:

· Highly qualified teachers (as defined by NCLB) will provide a scientifically research-based curriculum.  Teaching methods and strategies, i.e. ARI and AMSTI, are multi-sensory and address multi-intelligences to insure a supportive and an effective learning environment.

2. Hold parent-teacher conferences (at least annually) during which this compact will be discussed as it relates to the individual child’s achievement.

· Annual Title I meetings will be held in the fall and spring where this compact will be discussed as it relates to the individual child’s achievement. 

· Initial conference will be held prior to parent/guardians (hereafter referred to as parents) decision to accept Title I services for their child.

· Other appropriate times to discuss individual child’s achievement include system-wide parent conference days and individual conferences requested by the parents or the teacher.  These conferences will be coordinated to accommodate the schedules of the parents and the teacher. 

3. Provide parents with frequent reports on their child’s progress.  These reports will be provided as follows:

· Progress report will be sent home at the end of each nine weeks grading period with the child’s report card. (Title I students)

4. Provide parents reasonable access to staff.

· Howell Graves’ staff will be available for consultation with parents on system-wide parent conference days.

· Parents may call the school to schedule an appointment, send a written request for a conference, or email a conference request.

· Conferences will be coordinated to accommodate the schedules of the parents and the Howell Graves Preschool’s staff.

5. Provide parents opportunities to volunteer and to participate in their child’s class and to observe classroom activities.

· Parents may contact their child’s teacher to schedule an appropriate time to observe and/or to participate in classroom activities.  Communication of events is also sent home in the child’s homework folder.

· Information describing volunteer opportunities is provided by the school at Parent Orientation. Open House, through fliers sent home in the child’s daily folder, and in Howell Graves’ Parent Handbook which is distributed to every parent at the beginning of each school year.  Dates are included on the school calendar which is also included in the handbook and available on the school’s website.

6. Ensure regular two-way, meaningful communication between family members and school staff, and, to the extent practicable, in a language that family members can understand. 

· Howell Graves staff provides documents translated in a language that family members can understand in addition to communication with our ESL teacher. 
· Howell Graves staff provides communication between family members and school staff by weekly newsletters, Remind 101, system-wide ESL teacher, etc.

Principal’s Responsibilities

The principal of Howell Graves Preschool will provide the following:

· Facilitate positive communication between teachers, parents, and students

· Foster a warm, parent-friendly atmosphere

· Collaborate with teachers to provide a supportive and effective learning environment

· Positively interact with students to enhance academic motivation

Parents’ Responsibilities

We, as parents, will support our children’s learning in the following ways:

· Furnish appropriate school supplies for my child

· Accept responsibility for my child’s punctuality and attendance

· Support Howell Graves Preschool and the teachers’ discipline policies

· Encourage my child and stay involved with what my child is learning

· Attend Open House, Annual Title I meetings, and parent conferences

· Monitor my child’s TV and computer time and content

· Contact my child’s teacher when I have questions or concerns

· Serving, to the extent possible, on advisory groups, such as Title I advisory committees and parent and family engagement committees.
