Class Absence



From my observations students, who miss class frequently
· Become frustrated, because they are lost or cannot keep up when they return to school.

· Become upset with the teacher because the teacher cannot cut in to the other students class time to re-teach or re-explain something that the student was absent for.

· Have a lower grade because they do not make up work or missed an activity, demonstration or discussion from class that could be on the test.


Try not to miss class for your benefit. Here are some tips:

1. Schedule appointments after school if possible.

2. Go to the guidance office during a study hall or lunch, unless it is an emergency.

3. Come to school unless you are deathly sick or contagious.

4. Go to the nurse at the end or between classes.



If you miss class…
1. Call a friend after school and find out what you did that day.  This will save you time and energy and make your return to class much smoother.

2. Check TYLER and/or EDMODO. Assignments and class topics will be updated daily.

3. Make up the work you miss as soon as you return to school.  Plan to come in early or stay after school to talk to your teachers about what needs to be done.

1. Do not talk while the 
teacher is talking.

2. BE RESPECTFUL

It is very important to me and the other students and faculty that we are treated respectfully.  Name calling, picking on and teasing, vulgar or inappropriate language, vulgar or inappropriate actions or behavior, talking about other teachers or students in a disrespectful way are all examples of disrespect and WILL NOT BE TOLERATED in the classroom. Choose your words wisely. “I was just joking,” or “I didn’t really mean it,” does not cut it. Disciplinary actions will be taken according to the violation. 

3. Follow instructions and do what you are asked.

In order for the school year to go smoothly for the teacher and the students, it is important that the students follow directions and do what they are asked. Do not argue with the teacher in class, if you do not agree with something in class please make an effort to discuss it with the teacher on a one to one basis.  

Insubordination (purposely not following instructions) = detention.

4. Maintain self-control.

Keep your hands and feet to your self. Do not touch other students or the teacher. Things that may seem harmless to you could be treated as assault, which is punishable by a fine.  The level of your voice should also be reasonable both in and out of class. Screaming and yelling will not be tolerated.

5. Follow all school rules.





Homework Procedures



1. Homework must be completed at the beginning of the period of the day that it is due. 

2.  Homework must be with the student in class or else is considered incomplete.

3. No passes will be issued to get homework from lockers.

4. No late homework will be accepted for points.

5. If a student is absent the day that an assignment is due, the student must turn-in the assignment the day of his/her return to school.  Failure to do so will result in a zero for the assignment.  This is the student’s responsibility, NOT the teacher’s.
6. HUGE HELPFUL HOMEWORK TIP #1:  Use your planner to record all assignments and due dates.  Check them off as you complete them.

7. HUGE HELPFUL HOMEWORK TIP #2:  Use time wisely during lunch block study halls (pds. 5-7) to complete homework and get help if needed.

8. HUGE HELPFUL HOMEWORK TIP #3:  Do your homework!!!  Homework is not assigned to keep you busy, but rather to help you earn points for your 9 week grade, and most importantly, to help you LEARN, PRACTICE and/or REVIEW the content to be successful!!
